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When a veterinarian with a mobile or house call practice occasionally uses the surgery facilities of a full service veterinary hospital, the drug distribution log (s) must clearly reveal whose controlled substances were used for what purpose.  If the facility’s stock is used, the hospital log must show that the surgery was performed by a visiting veterinarian who has the patient record.  If the visiting veterinarian uses his own stock of drugs, he must make entries in his own log and patient records and shall leave a copy of the record at the full-service facility.
