These firms should be contacted prior to shipping drugs for destruction and any shipment must either comply with U.S. Postal regulations or must be delivered by a responsible contract carrier.  Be advised that all federal, state and local requirements for the handling and disposal of controlled substances must be followed.  Further questions regarding destruction of Schedule II through V drugs should be directed to DEA at 202/305-8888.

If a pharmacist-in-charge wishes to destroy unwanted Schedule II through V drugs he shall use the following procedure for the drug destruction:

(Regulation 18 VAC 110-20-210)

A.  At least fourteen (14) days prior to the destruction date, the pharmacist-in charge shall provide a written notice to the Board office.  The notice shall state the following:  (sample form attached)

· Date, time, manner and place of destruction.

· Name of the pharmacist who will witness the destruction.

B.  If the destruction date is to be changed or the destruction does not occur, a new notice must be provided to the Board as set forth above in this subsection.

C.  The drugs shall be destroyed in accordance with all applicable local, state and federal laws and regulations.  CURRENTLY THE ONLY APPROVED DESTRUCTION METHOD IS BY BURNING IN AN INCINERATOR APPROVED FOR THE BURNING OF DRUGS.
D.  The actual destruction shall be witnessed by the pharmacist-in-charge and another pharmacist not employed by the pharmacy.

E.  DEA “Registrants Inventory of Drugs Surrendered” Form 41 shall be used to make a record of all drugs to be destroyed.

F. Each form shall show the following information:

· Legible signatures and license numbers of pharmacist-in-charge and the witnessing pharmacist;

· The method of destruction;

· The date of the destruction.

F. At the conclusion of the destruction of the drug stock:

· Two copies of the completed destruction form shall be sent to the Drug Enforcement Administration, Techworld Plaza, 800 K Street, N.W., Suite 500, Washington, DC 20001.

· One copy of the completed destruction form shall be sent to the office of the Board of Pharmacy.

· One copy of the completed destruction form shall be retained with the pharmacy inventory records.
